If you have been in the UK for less than 3 years or have entered the UK with a visa, you will need to provide
evidence that you are eligible to study in the UK - your visa, your biometric card that covers the duration of your course or any
relevant home office documents to support your residency should all be uploaded. If you're an EUEEA or Swiss citizen, we will
need to see evidence of Pre-Settled or Settled-status documents.

You will be assessed through submitted assignments and practical exams.

Upon completing the course, you will have the basic competency stamps you need to work at heights and perform many of
the tasks required during windfarm maintainance. This should enable you to progress into work and further training to
develop your skills further as you earn.
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
